May-June, 2021 • EQIP Recruitment, opportunity analysis and information sessions  

• CRISP Credentialing and Enrollment for EEP 

July 9th, 2021 • EEP opens for enrollment  
• Technical Policy and Portal User Guides available  
• Baseline Episode experience available in EEP 

Sept. 1st, 2021  • Deadline to submit National Provider Identification (NPI) and other enrollment initiation 
information into EEP 

• Providers submitted to CMS for vetting  

Dec. 1, 2021 • Care Partner Arrangements and Payment Operations Finalized  
• CMS Vetting Status Available, Enrollment Finalized  

Jan. 1, 2022 
PY1 Start 

• Care Partner participation opportunity will be annual  
• Preliminary Target Prices available in EEP

Participation Requirements  

Qualify as a Care 
Partner with CMS  

• Must be licensed and 
enrolled in the Medicare 
Provider Enrollment, 
Chain, and Ownership 
System (PECOS) 

• Must use CEHRT and 
CRISP, Maryland’s 
health information 
exchange 

Enroll in EQIP 

• Establish EQIP Entity 
with multiple Care 
Partners   

• Select Episodes and 
Interventions and agree 
to quality metrics* 

• Each Care Partner Signs 
a Care Partner 
Arrangement  

• Determine Payment 
Remission Recipient* 

Meet Episode  

Thresholds 

• Provide care in 
Maryland  

• For a single episode, 
threshold = 11 episodes 
in the baseline  

• Across all episodes of 
participation, threshold 
= 50 episodes in the 
baseline 

*All Care Partners in an EQIP Entity will share the same episodes, quality metrics and payment recipient.
