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RE: SUPPORT WITH AMENDMENT – Senate Bill 1106 – Health Care Practitioners

The Maryland State Medical Society (MedChi), which represents more than 7,000 

Maryland physicians and their patients, supports Senate Bill 1106, with amendment. 

 

Senate Bill 1106, as amended by the sponsor, creates a framework for the delivery of 

teletherapy services in the State.  MedChi has been a strong proponent of appropriately 

structured telemedicine programs.  These programs have the potential to greatly expand access to 

medically necessary services.  Senate Bill 1106 would provide a framework for the provision of 

behavioral health services through teletherapy to address those circumstances when individuals 

are unable to access care in the presence of the health care practitioner delivering the service.  

MedChi applauds the sponsor for his recognition of behavioral health as a component of 

telemedicine.  As amended by the sponsor, a favorable report is requested. 
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
