201. SUPERVISION OF NON-PHYSICIAN HEALTH CARE PROVIDERS
.01 It is unethical for a physician to supervise other health care providers without first

having ascertained whether that person is qualified and properly credentialed.  A
physician may ethically assume responsibility for only the number of health care
providers that he or she can adequately supervise.
